Percentages of ARI & Diarrheal Diseases by Epidemiological Weeks (from W26 of 2010 to 
W04 of 2011) 

Among the DEWS target diseases, Acute Respiratory Infections (ARI) and Acute Diarrheal Diseases 
(ADD) as leading causes of morbidity and mortality, having the highest frequency of consultations. The 
following Line-Chart shows the trend of ADD and ARI from week-26 of 2010 to week-4 of 2011. In  
week-26 of 2010, the ARI and ADD curves crossed each other and during summer season with a little 
difference acute diarrheal diseases increased, while the ARI diseases decreased till week36 of 2010; 
then ARI started to increase ,while ADD were decreasing up to Week-3 of 2011. Expectedly the 
increase of ARI and decrease of ADD will be continued till beginning of March and usually by third 
week of March these two groups of diseases will change their courses, namely ARI will start decreasing 
gradually, while ADD will start to increase. In the reporting week-04 of 2011 the percentage of ARI 
(C&C/Pneumonia) unexpectedly decreased by 3% to 26.6% from total clients, while ADD slightly 
decreased by 0.3% to 3.6% from total clients.
