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The influx of refugees from Pakistan's North Waziristan
Agency has become static with a total of 12,340 families
displaced in Khost and Paktika provinces

Health service provision for refugees in Khost and Paktika,
including vaccinating children against polio and measles,
has successfully continued

There is a significant increase in the number of consulta-
tions at health facilities and a measles outbreak in Gulan
refugee camp with 18 mild cases without complications
or deaths

123 people have died and 872 wounded civilians have
been admitted to nearby health facilities as a result of
heavy fighting in central and northern Helmand province
between Afghan forces and opposition forces

Nine health facilities are located in active fighting areas
in Helmand and four facilities remain completely blocked
Four midwives from Sangin, Kajaki and Nawzad districts
have resigned as a result of the conflict

Health cluster performance M&E workshop conducted
on 20 July by the Geneva Global Health Cluster Secre-
tariat: The results of the cluster performance assessment
questionnaire focusing on how well the cluster is achiev-
ing its core functions were analyzed and discussed with
partners and a set of recommendations was reached
WHO provided Helmand hospitals with two emergency
frauma kits and 10 basic health kits

WHO and partners vaccinated 32,260 children under 10
against polio in Khost

8,936 children have been vaccinated against polio and

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N MAJOR PUBLIC HEALTH RISKS:

¢+ The measles outbreak in Gulan Camp in
Khost is an alarming signal emphasizing
the need to implement more intensive
health care initiatives in high-risk districts

¢ There is arise in diarrhoea cases in Gulan
camp in Khost and access to high-quality
water is a concern

¢ The overall low incidence of diarrheal dis-
ease is a good indicator of successful Polio vaccinators stop cars arriving from Pakistan to
basic water and sanitation services in vaccinate children
high-risk locations. However, the possible

outbreak of waterborne diseases among
refugees and host community is a major Disease trend in Matun district of Khost province
challenge o over the last 6 months

¢ The increased number of casualties in the
past two months indicates a need for
more preparation and readiness for mass
