World Health Organization Pakistan in collaboration with 
Shaheed Zulfiqar Ali Bhutto Medical University 
(SZABMU), Pakistan Institute of Medical Sciences (PIMS) 
Hospital Islamabad started a six days Certificate Course 
on Infection Prevention and Control for Doctors from ICT, 
GB and AJK.
