Highlights of this Polio Fax Bulletin No. 1024 for Week 20 2018

I.  Poliovirus Transmission

1. No new polio cases due to wild poliovirus type-1 (WPV1) or circulating vaccine
derived poliovirus type-2 (cVDVP2) this week.

i. The most recent WPV1 case had onset of paralysis on 8 March 2018 in
Pakistan.

ii. The most recent cVDPV2 case had onset of paralysis on 21 September 2017
in Syria.

2. In 2018, total WPV1 cases remain 8 so far (Afghanistan — 7 and Pakistan — 1).

3. Two new WPV1 isolates from environmental samples are reported this week, both
from Pakistan one each from Kambar district in Sindh province and Quetta district in
Balochistan province

4. WPV1 has been isolated from environmental sampling in widespread area of
Pakistan and Afghanistan. The most recent positive sample was collected on 7 May |
in Pakistan and 5 April in Afghanistan.

5. Two new cVDPV2 and one cVDPV3 isolated from environmental samples in Mogadishu this
week.

II.  Surveillance performance indicators

1. Eighteen of 22 member states are meeting the global target of the two key
surveillance indicators, namely non polio AFP rate of 2 per 100,000 children below
15 years and percent AFP cases with adequate specimen 80% and above.

i. Djiboutiis missing both indicators. No AFP case reported since April 2017!
ii. Morocco, Oman and Tunisia have below 80% AFP cases with adequate
specimen — 78.4%, 70% and 66.7%, respectively.

2. Yemen has the highest number of 2017 AFP cases (155), which are not yet finally
classified. Efforts are afoot for efficient shipment of specimen from Yemen to
Kenya and fast-track processing of specimen in the laboratory.

i. Five other countries having pending case(s) of 2017 include Kuwait (1),
Somalia (1), Afghanistan (3), Djibouti (4) and Pakistan (4).
