Highlights of this Polio Fax Bulletin No. 1029 for Week 25 2018

. Poliovirus Transmission

No new wild poliovirus type-1 (WPV1) case reported this week.
In 2018, total WPV1 cases are 11 so far (Afghanistan — 8 and Pakistan — 3).

New circulating vaccine derived poliovirus type-2 (cVDPV2) or cVDPV3

i. An advance notification of two cVDPV3 and one co-infected (cVDPV2 & cVDPV3)
cases in Somalia. The co-infected case with date of onset on 11 May is from Bulo
Burti district in Hiran region. In addition, cVDPV3 was isolated from three contacts
of the case. The two-cVDPV3 cases with dates of onset on 16 and 23 May are from
Warsheikh district of Middle Shabelle region.

ii. No new positive environmental samples for cVDPV2 reported this week from
Somalia. The date of collection of most recent positive environmental sample for
cVDPV2 was on 17 May 2018.

iii. No reporting of a new positive environmental sample for cVDPV3. The date of
collection of most recent positive environmental sample for cVDPV3 in Somalia,
Banadir province, Waberi district, was on 19 April 2018.

iv. The most recent cVDPV2 case in Syria had onset of paralysis on 21 September 2017

WPV1 isolates from environmental samples
i. No new environmental samples positive for wild poliovirus type 1 were reported
this week, neither from Afghanistan nor from Pakistan.
ii. The most recent positive samples collected on 28 May 2018 in Afghanistan and 28
May 2018 in Pakistan.

II.  Surveillance performance indicators

1.

Eighteen of 22 member states are meeting the global target of the two key surveillance
indicators, namely non polio AFP rate of 2 per 100,000 children aged below 15 years and
percent AFP cases with adequate specimen 80% and above.

i. Djiboutiis missing both indicators. No AFP case reported since April 2017

ii. Morocco has a non-polio AFP rate less than 2/100,000 (1.8)

iii. Oman and Tunisia have below 80% AFP cases with adequate specimen (75 and 74.4

percent respectively).

Yemen has the highest number of 2017 AFP cases (107), which are not yet finally classified.
Three other countries having pending case(s) of 2017 include Somalia (1), Djibouti (4) and
Pakistan (4).
