Highlights of Polio Fax Bulletin No. 1038 for Week 34 2018

I.  Poliovirus Transmission
1. Endemic countries (PAKISTAN & AFGHANISTAN):

a. One new wild poliovirus case reported this week from Pachieragam district,
Nangarhar province. This brings the total number of polio cases to 12 from nine
districts in four provinces (Hilmand-1 case, Kandhar-6 cases, Kunar- 3 cases &
Nangarhar-2 cases). Date of onset of the most recent case is 17 July 2018.

b. Pakistan did not report any new case this week. Date of onset of paralysis of the
most recent case is 18 May 2018. The number of cases remains 3 from one
infected district (Dukki in Balochistan province).

c. Two new positive environmental samples for WPV1 reported this week from
Afghanistan from Nangarhar and Kandahar provinces. The total positive
environmental samples from Afghanistan in 2018 are 32 to date with most
recent positive sample collected on 5 August 2018; while for Pakistan the most
recent positive sample collected among total of 54 samples is on 1 August 2018.

II.  Outbreak response countries
1. SOMALIA:

o No new cVDPV reported this week. The total number of cVDPV cases
remains 5 (two cVDPV3 from Warshiek district , two cVDPV2 each from Dolo
and Daynile districts , and one co-infected with both cVDPV2 and cVDPV3
from Bulo Burti district).

o cVDPV2 isolated from 10 sewage samples in Mogadishu and date of
specimen collection of recent most positive sample is 17 May 2018. Date of
onset of the recent most case is 10 July.

o cVDPV3 isolated from 7 sewage samples in Mogadishu, date of specimen
collection of recent most positive sample is 19 April. cVDPV3 has also been
isolated from 3 contacts of an AFP case in Bulo Burti district and 2 healthy
children in Lower Juba district.

i. Total cases of cVDPV2 in 2017 remain 74. Date of onset of the recent most
case is 21 September 2017. No isolation of cVDPV2 from environmental
samples. More than 10 months have elapsed without any new case.

ii. There is provisional reporting of cVDPV2 from an old AFP case (Deir Ez-Zor,
Date of Onset 03 August 2017), which is under investigation and, therefore,
pending for final classification.



[ll.  Other countries:
1. IRAN

i. A discordant poliovirus type-1 has been found in an environmental sample
from Zahdian in ‘Sistan - Baluchestan’ province which shares borders with
Pakistan and Afghanistan. Final results are awaited.

ii. A provisional VDPV type 1 is reported from Iran. It is detected from
specimen of a 17-month old child having date of onset on 7 April 2018. Final
classification is still pending additional investigation results.

IV.  Surveillance performance indicators
1. Nineteen of 22 member states are meeting the global target of the two key
surveillance indicators, namely non polio AFP rate of 2 per 100,000 children aged
below 15 years and percent AFP cases with adequate specimen 80% and above.
i. Djibouti and Morocco are missing both indicators. Djibouti, did not report
any AFP case since April 2017 and Morocco has a non-polio AFP rate of 1.8
and percentage of AFP cases with adequate stool specimens of 78.0%.
ii. Tunisia has 78.3 percentage of AFP cases with adequate stool specimens.
2. Yemen has the highest number of 2017 AFP cases (99), which are not yet finally
classified. Also Somalia has one pending case from 2017.
