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Seven months after the war broke out in Sudan,
some 310,000 Sudanese people have been displaced
to Egypt, although the actual numbers are thought
to be bigger. To date, Egypt is the second largest
country that has received people from Sudan. After
the initial influx of displaced people, only a few
hundred now cross the border daily. However, the
displaced people—who are predominately residing
in Awan—have healthcare as one of their most
essential and basic needs. WHO has established the
means to cater to the growing needs of these
vulnerable communities, decrease public health
risks and support the strained health facilities.

More than 600 patients have now had their medical expenses fully paid for by WHO, under its
secondary healthcare programme, a programme that covers financially for the Sudanese
patients’ medical needs at 9 major public hospitals in Aswan. So far, under this programme,
WHO has covered:

Jointly with UNICEF, WHO trained 20 professionals from the environmental health
departments at Aswan on testing the water quality to maintain its safety.
