During the first 30 weeks of the year 2011, 306 non-polio AFP cases were reported from all DoHs. The non-
polio AFP rate of 2 per 100,000 for population is under 15 years of age. Fig (1) has been attained for the
country as a whole and all DoHs. Good progress in Kirkuk.
