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Distribution of Consultations by Diseases:

From Week 36, 2009 to 49, 2009 total 1,90,222 consultations were reported. Upper Respiratory
Tract Infection was the most common cause of consultation during this period contributing for
27% (52,013) of the total consultations. Acute Diarrhea accounted for 8% (15,473) and Lower
Respiratory Tract Infection 7% (13,766) consultation of the total consultations. Scabies and
Unexplained Fever reported in 5% (9,493) and 2% (4,633) respectively. Bloody Diarrhea reported
for 1% (2,177) of the consultations (Table 1 & Figure 2).

During week 49, 2009 totab,846 consultations for ARI (both Upper and Lower
Respiratory Tract Infection) were reported. ARI accounts 366 of the total
consultations reported for the week 49, 2009 (UR9% and LRTI6%) is the leading
cause of consultations for all age groups, among all the diseasessungsliance. For
the current week, in childreless than 5 years of ag&/RTI was reported i187% and
LRTI in 8% of the total consultations.
