Initially non-malarious areas are those were malaria transmission never existed. Usually, in tropical and subtropical regions, these are areas of high altitude.


Areas claimed to be freed from malaria are those where no malaria transmission was recorded during the last 4 years, provided that the surveillance was adequate. This is applicable to large territorial units, such as province or district.


Areas with sporadic malaria are those where incidence of malaria, excluding proven imported and induced cases is below 1 per 10 000 provided that the surveillance was adequate. This is applicable to large territorial units, such as province or district.


For epidemiological stratification, if another system is used by the country, please, refer to that system. You may also include additional strata using the blank lines.

Items 2.5 and 2.6: as it is well known, some and, in highly endemic areas, most of malaria cases remain unreported. Therefore, the idea, even a crude one, on what is the proportion of cases and deaths due to malaria are being reported, helps to recognize the true dimensions of the problem. Methods of the estimate may be extrapolation of special studies, experts' opinion, educated guess, etc.
