	· Recently there is a National Committee for Pesticides registration issued by the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation (decree No. (73) for the year 2001). Its members are: 

1. Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation; 

2. Ministry of Public Health & Population;

3. Environment  Protection Authority;

4. NGOs (Yemeni Society for Consumer Protection);

5. Customs’ Authority;
6. and the Yemeni Society for Pesticides Importers.

· Till now this committee is more activated for the private sector, not for the Public Sector.

· The procedure of the registration can be summarized as follows:

· Importer will get a file with 10 sheets that include many questions which comply with the national and international requirements;

· The importer should send this file to the pesticide producer company which in return should answer all these questions;

· Once the Committee received the file by the importer, the Committee has to sit and discussed the file and compare the answers with the national and international requirements;

· In case that the Committee accepts it the importer will get temporary permission to enable him to import samples to submit them to the Committee for analyzing;

· The samples then will be tested  in the Central Laboratory for Quality Control and in the field.

· In case that the results are positive then the pesticide can be registered and the importer will get the permission for that.  


	· Pesticides legislation should include delegation of the authority for pesticides used for public health to the National Registration Committee.
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	PROCUREMENT
