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Sudan Cholera Update
24 July 2006

As of 23 July 2006, the total number of cholera cases in Sudan is 4,991 with 165 deaths and a case fatality rate of 3.3%.
The highest number of cholera cases has been found in North Kordofan with 1,383 and 43 deaths and a case fatality rate of 3.1% and in Khartoum with 924 cases and 41 deaths and a case fatality rate of 4.4%.
