WHO Recommendations:
• Expand medevac as part of humanitarian response during ceasefire.
• Restore the medical corridor to the West Bank, including East Jerusalem.
•  Increase corridors for medical evacuation through Egypt and Jordan.
•  Increase approval rate for medical evacuation for patients and 

companions, including no denials of child patients.
• Increase Member States' acceptance of patients from the Gaza Strip.
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Before 7 October between 50-100 patients were exiting Gaza daily for medical treatment 

WHO estimates that over 15,500 patients need medical evacuation
