IMPORTANT LINKS 

• 55,990 tests were conducted for suspected cases so far;

• Out of a total of 1,299 confirmed cases, 12 are in critical condition, and 66 

recovered and were discharged;

• Four additional mortalities were reported yesterday in Madinah and Jeddah;

• Out of 96 new cases reported yesterday, 28 were travel related, and 68 were 

contacts of previous cases;

• So far, no community transmission has been reported;

• Distribution of new cases: 27 in Riyadh, 23 in Dammam, 14 in Madinah, 12 in 

Jeddah, and 7 in Makkah; remaining cases are distributed in 9 other localities;

• To report COVID-19 suspected cases either call the 937 hotline or through the 

"Mawid" application of the Ministry of Health.
