Poisoning our planet. Waste from tobacco, cigarettes, novel and emerging products such ase-cigarettes and heated tobacco products makes its way into our environment and ends uppolluting the air we breathe and destroying the land we cultivate with toxic chemicals, heavymetals and residual nicotine. It also pollutes the water, poisoning marine life and cloggingwaterways.  Air pollution. Gas emissions from the smoke are polluting our air which is contributing to climatechange, reducing climate resilience, wasting resources and damaging ecosystems.  Growing and curing. Growing tobacco is destroying millions of hectares of land and iscontributing to deforestation which promotes soil degradation and failing yields.  Manufacturing tobacco products. Emissions, energy use and water consumption related togrowing tobacco, shredding and assembling the tobacco, freezing and artificially expanding thesurface area of tobacco, reconstituting tobacco, rolling paper, producing tobacco product filters,producing packaging, manufacturing and logistics. The importation of tobacco for manufacturingalso contributes to carbon footprint.  Distributing tobacco products. The transport of tobacco products also contributes to CO2pollution and the use of plastics in filters and packaging material is an environmental concern.  Post-consumer waste. Cigarette butts are being littered in beaches and waterways. Peopledispose of them everywhere – in the environment, on streets, sidewalks and other public areas.Cigarette butts end down the drain and washing up to pollute rivers, beaches and oceans. Theplastic in cigarette butts doesn’t biodegrade so it ends up being eaten by the marine life, on theshore, or at the bottom of water.  E-waste from novel and emerging products. There is also the waste from novel and emergingproducts such as e-cigarettes and heated tobacco products, which is increasing as more peopleuse these products. For example, single use e-cigarettes, disposable ones, cartridges, podscontain plastic, electronic and chemical waste, and like cigarette butts, many end up littered in away that isn’t safe or environmentally friendly.
